accessible to everyone 
(regardeless age, gender, income, 

physical or mental ability) and 

safe
✓ Zero killed in traffic accidents
✓ reduction of the negative impact 

of traffic on the environment 
(reduction of CO2 emissions and 
noise caused by traffic, etc.)

Mid term goals

▪ improvement of pedestrian traffic, 
reconstruction of the existing and 
construction of new infrastructure, 
establishment of pedestrian zones and 
speed limit zones

▪ improvement of cycling traffic 
(construction of bicycle infrastructure 
and introduction of new services)

▪ improvement of public transport 
services

▪ improving parking policy
▪ reducing the use of private cars and 

increasing the use of sustainable 
forms of transport

▪ reducing the number of traffic 
accidents

-2018- from 1.May til  
1.October
-2019- from 19 April til 10 
October
